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Conclusion

The proposed amendments would restrict the ability of
licensed car dealers to conduct automobile sales through
credit unions or buying clubs and to employ other innovative
marketing techniques that result in substantial savings to
consumers. We believe that the amendments to the Illinois
Vehicle Code provided for in Senate Bill 1978 are not likely
to benefit consumers or competition. Instead, this
legislation may limit competition among automobile dealers
and increase the prices that consumers pay for automobiles.
