JOINT MOTION TO AMEND THE SCIIEDULING ORDER 

Complaint Counsel and Respondent Aspen Technology, Inc.'s ("AspenTech") 

Counsel (the "Parties") hereby respectfully request that the Scheduling Order, dated September 

16,2003, be amended to provide for an extension of two weeks for all remaining deadlines. A 

proposed Revised Scheduling Order is attached as Exhibit A. 

The Parties have been working diligently and cooperatively to complete all 

discovery within the deadlines of the current Scheduling Order but due to the large number of 

discovery matters that remain, the Parties respectfully submit that the requested two week 

extension will allow discovery to be completed in an orderly manner.' The Parties note that the 

Scheduling Order has not previously been modified. Under the proposed Revised Scheduling 

Order, the administrative hearing in this case, currently scheduled for April 14, 2004, would 

commence on April 28,2004. 

1 In addition, the close of discovery for the limited purpose of taking depositions by written questions of 
four Japanese witnesses would be extended to March 20,2004. Complaint Counsel informed AspenTech 
on January 22,2004 that it would not oppose AspenTech's Motion for Certification for Commission 
Determination to Seek an Order from the District Court Authorizing Voluntary Depositions Upon Written 
Questions of Japanese Witnesses and for an Extension of Time and Modzjkation of the Scheduling Order 
to Allow for Such Depositions, dated January 8,2004. 



The Parties are continuing to cooperate in order to complete discovery. Given 

that the Parties currently have to complete more than 30 depositions, mostly involving third 

parties, within the 22 business days remaining in the discovery period under the current 

Scheduling Order, the Parties agree that an extra two weeks would allow discovery to conclude 

efficiently without prejudice to either Party. The Parties' agreement is based upon their 

understanding that the only depositions they presently plan to take are listed in a letter bearing 

today's date from Complaint Counsel John S. Martin to Respondent's Counsel David Gelfand. 

For the reasons stated above, the Parties respectfully request the Court amend the Scheduling 

Order accordingly and approve the attached Revised Scheduling Order.

ADDITIONAL. PROVISIONS 

1. Pursuant to the FTC Rules of Practice 5 3.21(~)(2), extensions or modifications of 
the deadlines set forth in t h~s  scheduling order will be made by the Administrative Law Judge only 
upon a showing of good cause. 

2. There is no limit to the number of sets of interrogatories the parties may issue, as 
long as the total number, including all subparts, does not exceed twenty-five. Additional 
interrogatories will be permitted only for good cause upon application to and approval by the 
Administrative Law Judge. Responses or objections to interrogatories and requests for admission 
shall be due within twenty days of service of the discovery request. Objections to requests for 
production shall be due withm ten days, and the documents and materials shall be produced within 
thirty days, of service of the discovery request. Any motion to compel responses to discovery 
requests shall be filed within five days of impasse. For requests for production served prior to this 
order's issuance, objections to requests for production shall be due within ten days of the date of 
this order, and the documents and materials shall be produced within thirty days of the date of this 
order. 

3. The parties shall serve all pleadings, motions, discovery requests, responses to 
discovery requests, objections to discovery requests, and briefs on each other in both hard copy and 
electronically through e-mail (formatted in WordPerfect or Word). Responses or objections to each 
discovery request shall be preceded by the specific discovery request to which the response or 
objection pertains. 

4. The parties shall serve upon one another, at the time of issuance, copies of all 
subpoenas duces tecum and subpoenas ad testzficandum. For subpoenas duces tecum, the party 
issuing the subpoena shall provide copies of the subpoenaed documents and materials to the other 
party within five business days of receiving them. For subpoenas ad testzficandum, the party 
seeking the deposition shall consult with the other party before the deposition date is scheduled. 
Additionally, the deposition of any person may be recorded by videotape, provided that the party 
seeking the deposition notifies the deponent and the other party of its intention to record the 
deposition by videotape at least five days in advance of the deposition. 

5. Service of all papers filed with the FTC's Office of the Secretary shall be made on 
the other party, and two courtesy copies shall be given to the Administrative Law Judge by 5:00 
p.m. (EST) on the designated date. Unless requested, the parties shall not serve courtesy copies on 
the Administrative Law Judge of any papers (such as discovery requests and responses) that are not 
required to be filed with the Office of Secretary. 

6.  Service on the parties shall be by electronic mail (formatted in WordPerfect or 
Word) and shall be followed promptly by delivery of an original by hand or by U.S. mail, first class 
postage prepaid, to the following addresses:

7. All pleadings, motions, and briefs that cite to unpublished opinions not available on 
LEXIS or WestLaw shall include such cases as exhibits. 

8. Memoranda in support of, or in opposition to, any non-dispositive motion, shall not 
exceed ten pages. 

9. The preliminary and revised witness lists shall represent the parties' good faith 
designation of all potential witnesses the parties reasonably expect may be called at the hearing. A 
party shall notifjr the other party promptly of changes in preliminary and revised witness lists to 
facilitate completion of discovery within the dates of the scheduling order. After the submission of 
the final witness lists, additional witnesses may be added only: (a) by order of the Administrative 
Law Judge, upon a showing of good cause; (b) by agreement of the parties, with notice to the 
Administrative Law Judge; or (c) if needed to authenticate, or provide the evidentiary foundation 
for, documents in dispute, with notice to the other party and the Administrative Law Judge. 
Opposing counsel shall have a reasonable amount of time to subpoena documents for and depose
