without changing the label. However, petroleum marketers who prefer to post a specific biodiesel blend
concentration should have the opportunity to do so for all blends under the labeling regulations.

Question 8: Is purple (PMS 2562) an appropriate color for the biodiesel blend and biodiesel label?
If not, what color would be appropriate? In lieu of a purple label should the FTC consider a blue
label?

PMAA supports the color green for biodiesel blend labels on dispensers. It is a background color
commonly used in the industry to designate renewable fuels. In addition, consumers already associate
the color green with clean, renewable fuel. Any other color would cause confusion among consumers,
and eliminate the marketing value of associating biofuel blends with the color green.

PMAA appreciates the opportunity to express our concerns to the FTC on the proposed biodiesel labeling
rule. Diesel retailers face significant burdens and challenges in the marketplace. Pump dispensers are
already cluttered with labels. Adding another label without considering the implications could cause
confusion among consumers and result in other unintended consequences. PMAA urges the FTC to
carefully consider this decision.
