It has come to my attention that the FTC is working to enact new rules and regulations for 
network and direct sales marketing companies which I feel will be detrimental to my own 
family's involvement in one of the greatest opportunities we have been given to date.

I am currently a stay-at-home mom trying to raise two young children the best way I know how.

It required very 
little money to start up (which was a God-send) and only required a little hard work, 
determination, and a dream.

While we understand the thoughts and concern 
that stand behind these new regulations, I respectfully submit that passing these new rules will 
quite possibly kill our family's American Dream.
