Opportunity Rule R11993 is adopted in its present form, the seven day waiting
period would cast direct selling plans in a negative light.....as though all were bad.

And the
fraudulent groups would just dodge and come out under another name. Your
proposal does not distinguish between wining and losing lawsuits.

By these actions I believe the FTC is doing the public and the small business
person a real disservice, rather than protecting the consumers. I can appreciate your
wanting to protect Consumers, but a much less involved and cumbersome approach
would be better.
